Often,
though, it may not have occurred to other users to use quite such an
approach, and it could be just what they need. It is always interesting to
pick up new ways of working, and we would love to hear from other SIR
users about techniques which they use.

1996 SIR International Users
Conference

March 14/15, Bremen,
Germany

Bremen, as | recently discovered, has many
claims to fame. More than 1,200 years old, it is a
hub of commerce, home to an intricate web of
narrow streets comprising its beautiful Old Town
and, as followers of Inspector Maigret will know,
a city whose influence extends far and wide.
More recently, Bremen added another feather to
its cap as host to the 1996 SIR International
Users Conference.

Organised by IQBAL EDV-Systeme GmbH, the
German distributors of SIR, the 1996
Conference took place in the Bremen Novotel
located in the outskirts of the city with twenty-
four participants from seven countries taking
part. The UK made a strong showing, with four
delegates (Kathy Brooks, Dave Doulton, Toni
Moulin and yours truly as the official SIR UK
Users Group representative) providing three
presentations - the full list of papers is provided
below.

In Ahmad' s opening address, he very favourably
referred to the conferences which the UK User
Group has previously organised, a complement
which | can now officially reciprocate. The
organisation was faultless and the facilities
excellent; more generally, a perfect environment
was provided, in Ahmad' s words, "to talk to each
other ... [to] exchange our experiences with SIR
... [and to] show the benefits of SIR but ... also
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highlight its shortcomings in order to keep the
system topical." In this regard, | should also
make particular note of the contribution of Elvira
Wilbrandt, also of IQBAL EDV, who gave us all a
lesson in how to be both effective and charming
in the chair.

The presentations themselves covered a wide
range of topics, offering both case studies and
considerations of a more general nature. What
struck me in particular, was how well in
combination they demonstrated the generic
power and capabilities of SIR. Many participants,
like myself, use SIR as the processing and
analytical engine fronting a research database.
Demonstrations by Nick Gawrit (of Heartbase)
and Hartmut Paulke (of a medical thesaurus),
and papers by Kathy Brooks (on the DfEE
performance tables) and Dave Doulton (of
Southampton University's SIR/HOST based user
accounts system) illustrated, however, that SIR
can more than adequately deal with transaction
and free text processing needs as well.

Which is not, of course, to say that things can't
get better, which brings me on to ...

Maureen ('Mo") Reardon, managing director of
SIR Pty, represented the developer at the
Conference and provided the 'top and tail' for it.
In her opening remarks, she gave an
abbreviated view of SIR's history to the present
day, quite properly emphasising the important
product achievements - stable, robust code; a
single version on all supported platforms - that
SIR users now take for granted. Also of note
were her remarks on the SIR's current marketing
strategy, which appears to be having the desired
effect in Australia. A new advertising campaign,
emphasising SIR's strengths and targeting the
research market (something which the UK Users
Group has been urging for quite some time) was
top of her list, with the result that SIR has
increased its profile and made SIR Pty one of
the top 10 Australian software exporters; let's
hope that all distributors will follow this lead to
the same effect !

Unfortunately, | also have to report that while the
development of SIR 4.0 is well underway, it is
still ... well underway; Mo could not commit
herself to a definite release date. This
disappointment was more than offset for me,
however, by two extremely crucial and positive
points.

First, SIR Pty has obviously been thinking very
hard about its post-4.0 plans. While Mo
indicated that the user-driven Special Interest
Committees (SICs) would play an increasingly
important role in the future, plans are already in
place to develop a screen-painter, integrate PQL
and the Windows Development Language
(WDL) which will appear with 4.0, replace

SIR/FORMS (about which I'm sure a lot of users
will have something to say!), replace SIR/Master
and integrate databases and tabfiles.

Secondly, the Conference once again proved
that SIR Pty does listen to its user base. Mo's
last, official Conference task was to summarise
and speak to the previous two days' papers, a
role which, as anyone who has been cast in it
will know, is unenviable in the extreme. Jet lag,
temperamental computers and a German
version of MS/PowerPoint notwithstanding, she
carried it out with aplomb and elegance and
homed in on the critical points which had been
raised. Two, in particular, deserve mention.

On the one hand, performance degradation
between 2.X and 3.X is something about which
many users complain (and have complained)
and Mo emphasised that SIR Pty is treating this
issue as a 'bug' rather than an 'improvement’ as
far as version 4.0 is concerned. She provided
comparative performance figures by way of
illustrating how seriously SIR Pty is treating the
problem.

On the other hand, in the current age of ‘open
connectivity', SIR's ability to interface to other
products is something in which we all have an
interest, and the value of ODBC was stressed
throughout the conference. Mo agreed to take
this issue on and in a recent fax to all
conference participants proved that she had:

“I confirm my commitment to providing additional
resources as a top priority to incorporate ODBC
into SIR, hopefully for release 4.1. We first need
to define exactly what our users need from the
facility to ensure that it is useful for as many SIR
clients as possible. | have asked David Baxter to
set up a Special Interest Committee. He will be
contacting you shortly to see if you are willing
and able to assist and we will also advertise for
interested participants and input to the group in
our next newsletter.”

In sum, the conference was interesting,
engaging and, dare | say, entertaining. It
provided an excellent forum for SIR users from
across the world both to share experiences and
confront the future, and | can only conclude by
congratulating both organisers and participants
on an extremely successful event.

A Beginner’s Perspective

As a complete newbie to SIR, and not exactly
highly proficient in databases methodology as a
whole, it was with some trepidation that | set out
on the 6th February 1996 to the four day
Introduction to SIR course at Forvus House,
Clapham Common. Accompanying me were two
colleagues from the Computing Services
Department at the University of Southampton,
Margaret Davis and Opkar Hans.

On arrival at Forvus, we were greeted with hot
coffee, perfect for fending off the wintry weather
outside. After a brief introduction to the course
Tutors, Kathy Brooks, Bernie Enlander and
Janet Dyson, and fellow tutee, Andy Barber from
the Planning Inspectorate, we got started into
the thick, daunting ringbinder that contained the
course notes.

Being a moderately knowledgeable user of
Paradox, | was hopeful that | would be able to
get to grips with the concepts behind SIR without
too much trouble. This proved to be the case.
Although | have learned the SSADM
methodology of database creation (i.e. every
table should have a single original key field, and
composite keys are frowned upon), the
Company Database seemed logical and,
thankfully, manageable. The first thing that
struck me about SIR was its intuitive way of
working. It seemed a very logical system and |
was interested in the use of cases to link tables
to create case structured databases. Without
having to spend large amounts of time with my
nose in literature | was able to create simple but
efficient searches using fairly familiar SQL
procedures. This also lead to some familiarity
with the Company Database, which proved to be
crucial.

Having experimented with SIR SQL for a while,
the course moved on to one of the main SIR
features, PQL. Not having had much experience
of programming of any kind, | was slightly
worried at the thought of having to attempt to
learn a new, complicated language from scratch.
It soon became clear that these fears were
unfounded as we started to get to grips with
PQL. Although we only scratched the surface, it
turned out to be a simple yet powerful way to
conduct database searches and extract data.
Soon we were carrying out calculations on
extracted data and writing short programs that
requested input of search criteria.

Although PQL procedures formed the majority of
the course, there was still time to investigate
data entry, schema definitions, application
development, user menus and SIR Easy. Of

course, if we had known about SIR Easy from
the start we could have completed the
workshops in one day!

Having now been able to transfer the knowledge
gained on the course to our database at work, |
have formed the opinion that although SIR
doesn't give the initial impression of being the
most user friendly system available, it soon
proves to be an extremely flexible tool that, with
a little experience, can become a very powerful
application.

SIR UK Users’ Group User

Survey: 1995

Last year a SIR User Survey questionnaire was
distributed with SIR Reporter, via the FORVUS
mailing list and via the sir-users mailing list on
Mailbase. The survey this time concentrated
more on the activities of the User Group and
how effective it was, rather than on SIR itself.
Users were asked about SIR Reporter, about
the e-mail mailing list, about SIR-Exchange and
about user events, such as conferences and
training. Overall the responses suggest that
User Group activities are useful, but that not
enough people know about them.

Seventy-nine replies were received: almost half
came from people employed in education (plus a
few students), 40 per cent from the public sector
and just five per cent from the commercial
sector. Most respondents were experienced in
their use of SIR, with 40 per cent having used
the package for more than five years. There
were also a number of new users: 15 per cent
had used SIR for less than one year. So a range
of experience was included. People were asked
if they received SIR Reporter, the newsletter of
the SIR UK User Group. Not surprisingly, most
said they did: those who did not have already
been added to the mailing list, if they gave an
address. We then asked if people actually read
Reporter. Just two people said that they didn’t: a
third said they always read it and a half usually.
We asked which bits were the most interesting,
and the Tips and Tricks came out as a favourite.
We also asked which bits people did not read,
but not many people answered that.

Next we asked people if they had heard of SIR-
Exchange: this is an e-mail archive of useful bits
of code. People can deposit things they have
done or retrieve things others have done before:
it can save re-inventing the wheel. It is a very
useful facility, but it is not much used. Just 25

per cent of respondents said they had heard of
it, and only eight per cent had ever used it. All of
those had contributed, and most said they found
it useful. These answers indicate that SIR-
Exchange needs better promotion by the User
Group, since few people use it but those who do
find it useful. Next we asked if users knew of
the sir-users e-mail mailing list on Mailbase.
Thirty per cent said they did, and 23 per cent
subscribed. Only half the subscribers said they
found it useful. This probably reflects the fact
that only a little e-mail is posted to the list. Again,
the mailing list needs promotion by the User
Group, and more use needs to be made of it.

In the final section of the questionnaire users
were asked about attendance at User Group
events, such as conferences and training
workshops. Only just over a third of respondents
had ever attended an event of any kind. Most of
those had attended a national conference or a
one-day conference or workshop. Of those who
had attended, just over half said they had found
it useful. We asked who paid for attendance at
such conferences: over 80 per cent said the
employer, but 10 per cent paid for themselves,
with the rest sharing the cost.

The preferred format was for one-day, non-
residential events, with slightly more preferring
general meetings to technical workshops.

For such a one-day event people said they
would be prepared to pay between £25 and
£150, with an average of £64. For a three-day,
residential conference people said they would be
prepared to pay between £250 and £500, with
an average of £340. A large majority wanted
training as part of any conference. And where
should these conferences and workshops be?
We offered London and Edinburgh as choices,
as that is where our events have tended to be in
the past. People were fairly evenly split between
those two, but nearly half wanted somewhere
else - although there was no consensus as to
where.

Taking the different sections together the replies
seem to indicate that where some User Group
activity has been encountered, it has generally
been well received - be it SIR Reporter, SIR-
Exchange, the sir-users e-mail list or a
conference or workshop. But too few SIR users
actually do encounter the various User Group
activities. We should all try to bring things that
we have found useful to the attention of other
SIR users. In that way we will support each
other, we will support SIR and we will be a useful
User Group.

Forvus News

Forvus have just started a SAS consultancy
project for The Court Service in London. Crown
and County Court data held in DataFlex
databases needs to be transferred to Excel,
unfortunately not as straightforward an exercise
as it should be. Forvus will write systems to
automate the transfer between DataFlex and
Excel, by providing prompts for the user to enter
appropriate parameters for data selection, store
the output data in SAS and reformat as
necessary to get it into Excel. Part of the
exercise will be the transfer of skills necessary
to allow Court Service staff to carry out these
processes themselves.

In their ceaseless quest to provide the best and
fastest service to their clients, Forvus have
decided to transfer the UK Trade Data into
QuickTAB. While the data will still be initially
loaded and aggregated in SIR, the decision to
then move it to QuickTAB was made for a
number of reasons. Firstly, the storage space
required on our systems is dramatically reduced.
Using QuickTAB allowed non-IT oriented people
(i.e. me and the sales team) to produce some of
the more routine tabulations, thus reducing the
burden on the poor overworked techies (or
tetchies). Finally, QuickTAB enabled tabulations
to be produced at a fraction of the time that they
took in SIR, so that we are able to despatch
reports to our customers more quickly.

Forvus have just engaged the services of a new
consultant. Kwok Hung joined on the 22nd April
and will be working on the development of
QuickTAB. Kwok has an Msc in Advanced
Information Technology, and a BSc 2.1 in
Computing and Statistics. He will be working
under the QuickTAB Development Manager,
Philip Truscott.
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Philip, however, was not able to greet Kwok on
his arrival. This was because Philip had
generously taken some of his leave in order to
accompany an aid convoy to Bosnia. On arrival
he intended to spend some time entertaining
children and in the preceding weeks Philip could
be seen wandering around Forvus House,
translation book in hand, translating children’s’
stories into the local language. He was also
trying to get a grip with useful phrases such as
‘Don’t shoot, I'm British’ and ‘Are you sure this
isn’t a minefield?’.

Retrieval using External

Files

The use of external files in SIR programming -
first introduced in 2.2 - is a very powerful tool.
One of my favourite ways of doing this is the
construction of a retrieval which reads from an
external file, finding a record, and processing
accordingly.

A recent problem | had concerned two separate
datasets from a panel survey, each held in its
own database. Partially responding households
at Wave 1 had been dropped from the Wave 2
sample on grounds of cost. Nevertheless, our
client wished to know how many potential
interviews had been lost in this way - in other
words, how many of those people in discarded
households would have been 16 or over at the
time of the Wave 2 interviews, and thus would
theoretically have been eligible. One way to
extract this information would have been to
combine the datasets, renumbering some of the
record types in the process, and running a
retrieval over the combined dataset. However,
due to serial number changes and consequent
changes to case structure, this would have been
a messy job. The easiest way seemed to be to
run a job in the Wave 2 dataset, detecting those
households which had been dropped, and
writing their serial numbers to an external file.
Then, working in the Wave 1 dataset, each
household could be accessed and the relevant
counts extracted.

The first step was straightforward enough. The
following retrieval was used:

The Wave 2 string variable W2resid was set to 7
where a household had been dropped from
between waves. Setting the above retrieval to an
output journal, a listing was produced of those
households which we need to examine - always
one to use meaningful names where possible, |
called it wldrelig.lis.

Crossing the conceptual divide to the Wave 2
dataset, | then set in motion the second part of
this operation. It was now necessary to construct
a retrieval which would read the household serial
numbers, and examine each person record in
that household to determine whether or not that
person was of an age eligible for interview at
Wave 2. The following retrieval was dreamt up
after a feast of pickled walnuts and cheese:

The data for this survey had been collected by
three co-operating companies, and a breakdown
of the counts at company level was required.
This was differentiated on the basis of the
identity of each quota. The variable wlyear
holds the year of birth of the person, upon the
basis of which the potential eligibility was to be
assessed. Those amongst us blessed with the
eye of the eagle will notice that a quota of 4
characters at wave 2 becomes 3 at wave 1; this
is the case restructuring referred to above. This
retrieval took only a couple of minutes to run,
and output the breakdown of statistics required.
SIR is extremely quick at data retrieval
organised in this manner. No fuss, no mess!

This example is a simple one, outlining the
principles involved. | have got to be very fond of
this sort of approach, of presenting SIR with a
list of serial numbers and extracting data
accordingly. | find it especially useful when |
have transferred data from one database
management system to another, but where the
datasets are not identical. SIR is useful here
because of its power as a programming
language, which need not be restricted to using
it only within the database.

Simple Help Screens

Have you ever wanted to produce a help screen
for users, without going in for templates or
tailored help? There is a very easy way - just
type the helpscreen text (as you want it to
appear) and save it in a member in the
database. In the following example the
helpscreen text is stored in Menus.Helpltxt, and
the program which displays it is in Menus.Help1l.
Menus.Helpl calls a member called Menus.OK
which displays an ‘OK’button. All three members
are shown here, together with a dump of the
generated help screen.
